Under current validation, this 3 year Masters Programme meets the criteria of the Association of Dance Movement Psychotherapy (UK), on successful completion of year 3 this enables students to receive their Licence to Practice 
      The course starts with an intensive weekend at the end of September 2012 with the first tuition day in 

      early October 2012 - places are limited to 20 per year and enquiries are welcomed.

Easy access to Bristol international airport, motor ways and rail travel will make this particularly attractive to people living in the Midlands, Wales, Ireland and the South West.

The course is delivered in year 1 on Mondays from 9am – 6.00pm, with an additional 1 day equivalent placement on site with the therapists.  On site placements are available on Tuesday am, Wednesday am, Thursday am & pm and Friday am.  Students are required to have a flexible outlook regarding placement days. Preference will be discussed at interview.

A unique feature of this training will be the on-site placement opportunities with a range of client populations alongside the senior registered therapists that tutor the course.

In year 2 the course content is delivered on-site on Mondays from 9am  – 6.00pm  plus two days equivalent off-site placements.  These can be set up in your local area with the assistance of our on-site Placement Officer.

In addition to the set teaching days there will be one Saturday performance and the possibility of intensive weekend workshops.
